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The Chair welcomed the members to the meeting. Since the Chair has
first PTFC in this Customs House so introduced himself and asked other
Customs Officials and stakeholders to introduce themselves. Thereafter the
minutes of the previous meeting and the action taken in respect of points
thereon was taken for consideration.

The Chair sought clarifications on the minutes in respect of Point 3.
“MEIS benefits — shipping bills erroneously mentioned as instead of 'Y’
while submitting to DGFT” and Point 7. “Show cause notices received by
CCBA members” of last PTFC minutes .The chair assured the stakeholders
that he would look into the issues and all suitable actions would be taken to sort

out all outstanding issues. Thereafter fresh points were taken up for this
meeting

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Points raised by The Cochin Customs Broker’s Association are
reproduced as below:

Point 1. CONTAINER SCANNING AT ICTT

The container scanning at DP World started during December 2018
and the scanner is situated in ICTT Vallarpadam. As per the Public Notice
No0:39/2018 dtd 26/11/2018, under point No: 5 the procedure for scanning
of the containers is clearly laid out. As per point 5.1, the documents for
scanning has to be collected by the Customs Haviidar and given to the
officer at the check-in cabin and it is understood that the driver should not
alight from the vehicle. -

Currently some unauthorised persons are collecting cash in the
Customs /ICTT premises in the pretext of valet driving for scanning
containers. In Cochin the Unions claim that their drivers were complaining
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they are having some health issues after scanning, which led to the
interference of the Kerala State Regional Joint Labour Commissioner. They
claim that the scanning is detrimental to the health of the drivers inspite of
the Customs, AERC and other reputed agencies and even Doctors certifying
that it is safe. We wish to draw your attention that these types of scanners
are fitted in other Customs stations also and there is no problem for the
drivers to go through the scanners like this.

We request you to urgently look into this matter and arrange to do the
following for smooth and safe handling of EXIM cargo without any increase in
the transaction cost which will affect the Trade negatively.

a) Publish the safety guidelines / approvals for the scanner installed in
ICTT to clear any doubts in the minds of drivers.

b) Arrange / Instruct to provide safety gear for the general use of drivers
which can be collected by them at the entry point of the scanner and
returned when the driver collects the scanning report.

c) Ensure that the drivers are not restricted from driving through the
scanners themselves without any interference from other unauthorised
persons.

d) Not to allow anyone without Customs pass other than the driver in the
vehicle to enter the scanning area.

e) We request Customs to post necessary staff at the entry of the scanning
station as laid out in the Public Notice No: 39/2018.

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Minutes of discussion are as below:

The representatives of the Customs Brokers were requested to submit
the gist of the issue to identify the problem and the role of Customs in the
matter.

Shri Alan Jose submitted that the trade is facing problems in respect of
movement of containers selected for scanning due to the interference from a
section of people who were intimidating and threatening Drivers and other
persons in respect of movement of Containers through the drive through
scanner. These persons were inciting the drivers citing Health Hazards etc. He
requested the Chair and the customs department to take an active role in the
matter and resolve the issues.

Shri Abraham Phillip representing the Indian Chamber of Commerce also
seconded the issues pointed out by the Customs Broker’s Association. He also
the requested chair to interfere in the issue and resolve the matter as it
unnecessary creates a financial burden on the importers and also delay

The Chair assured the members that, the safety guidelines /approval for
the scanner installed in ICTT can be published in bilingual or trilingual to clear
the genuine doubts. The Chair has also informed the members that, he is aware
of specification of the product and the likely impact of radiation on the people.
The problems raised on the behalf of drivers like having nausea, vomiting seems
unsubstantiated and unverified .The subject symptons appear to the individuals
as the result of the long term effect of exposure to radiation.The Drive through
Scanner which is installed in the Port has been certified as safe by AERC and
other competent agencies.
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Shri Alan Jose, CCBA, with the permission of Chair submitted that in the
first meeting with RJLC it was decided that a specified amount would have to be
paid by CFS to the Drivers of the Panel who would be employed in moving the
Containers for Scanning.It was stated that the CCBA did not receive minutes of
the said meeting. In the third meeting with RJLC it was informed that M/s
GDKL CFS and M/s MIV CFS have appointed the contractor "Rossline” for
providing the Drivers for the containers for Scanning,the amount towards
payment for the Drivers would be collected from the importers and not the
Customs Brokers.Shri Alan Jose informed the chair that the amount of Rs
300/200 was fixed unilaterally by the RJLC based on the contract between
GDKL and Rossline .He further informed that their organization was against the
payment of any amount,

Shri. Abraham Phillip, Indian Chamber of Commerce & Industry,
informed the Chair that, they had become aware of the issue after the first
meeting with the RJLC. As per the minutes circulated on the Whatsapp it was
informed that the CCBA agreed to the arrangement of employment of Panel of
Drivers for Scanning and the payment to them. However if the present
statement by Shri Alan Jose, CCBA with regard to the conduct of the RJLC
meeting is correct then it appears representation of CCBA went unrecorded. He
further requested that only the drivers with a specific vehicle should be allowed
inside the container yard. He also requested the Chair that customs should
take some initiative to issue some press release and notices and also to take up
the matter with the RJLC.

Dr. J. Harish, Joint Commissioner, informed the members that the Customs
Department had already issued two press releases regarding the safety
guidelines of Scanner installed in ICTT.

The Chair informed the members that, Customs will take up the matter with
the Chair Person of Port Trust. Since the issue is essentially a law and order
problem which pertains to Port Trust so they will have to lead the issue.

Shri. Raj Vinod P, Cochin Port Trust, informed the Chair that the CCBA and
other Stakeholders had already met with the Port Trust Chair Person in this
regard and the matter has already been taken up. He stated that he will convey
the matter of discussion in the meeting to the Chair Person and shall coordinate
with Customs and other stake holders

The Chair also requested the representative of the DP World, Shri Dipin to
look into the issue of unauthorized access to the Scanning Area by restricting the
issue of “Pass” to the: Drivers. Shri Dipin assured that the matter would be
conveyed to the management for an effective handling of the issue

Shri Alan Jose CCBA informed that the procedure’for recall of BEs which
are found to be suspicious may be relooked for the reasons mentioned above.

The Chair has informed the stakeholders that, at present practice the
prouision for examination of the goods without recalling the BE is not feasible, as
this would mean that there are no evidence in the ICES system recording the
opening of the containers and examination of the cargo. He assured that he
would check the practices at other Custom Houses and also take into confidence
the System Directorate, for reducing the delay and procedural issues concern
with the recall of BE.
